	5.  Drug Take Back Program
	Melissa and Kathy along with 3 BER police officers attended a presentation about Chisago County’s Drug Take Back Program – the first one in the state. Chisago County residents are encouraged to bring unused and expired medications to the Sheriff’s Office for proper disposal.  The program was started to combat water pollution, since people were flushing medications to dispose of them. This program also removes the temptation from children or others who may abuse these medications. 
	Kathy will discuss feasibility in Edina.
Melissa will follow up with Bloomington and Richfield police who attended the presentation.

	6.  Social Host Ordinance
	Minnetonka recently passed a social host ordinance and an article from the Star Tribune dated May 17, 2009 was shared.  There is a growing trend in communities adopting similar social host ordinances to hold adults liable for providing the space for underage alcohol use.  The Tonka CARES coalition, similar to Tri-City Partners, joined with Hopkins’ One Voice coalition to educate local city officials and policy makers on the trends of social host ordinances in MN with a panel presentation.  Through grant funding, our coalition has money to support this issue, educate the community and law makers, or conduct town hall forums.
