The Agony of Ecstasy

MDMA, more commonly known as Ecstasy, remains one of the most used and abused of today’s designer drugs. Originally created under mysterious circumstances in 1914, the first known recreational use of the drug was in the 1960s; it was classified as a Schedule I substance (like heroin) and banned in 1985. Driven by the rave scene in the mid-to late ‘90s, the drug has continued to grow in popularity.

The Agony of Ecstasy separates fact from fiction through interviews with health professionals, law enforcement officers and former users, all of whom provide an honest, balanced look at the biological and sociological implications of MDMA use among club goers and other young people.
